
Flying Site: Round Valley Dome is 440’ in diameter and encompasses 189,000 sq. 
feet. The ceiling height is104’ at the peak and 99’ at the 10-meter circle, making 
it an AMA Category III. It has three large skylights providing ample natural light. 
Sunrise on 5/30 is 5:06 a.m., sunset is 7:23 p.m.
Mentor-led model building classes for beginners and kids:  Catapult gliders 
-  Wed., 5/27 4:00-530 p.m.; P-18 (rubber power) - Thurs. 5/28 3-4 p.m. and Fri. 5/29 
3-4 p.m.  Cost of each session: $10, includes kit models you may fly the rest of the 
Nats, then take home.
Official Flying: Note color-coded launch windows. Official flights in a given event 
must be made within it’s colored window ONLY. Need not finish event on same 
day started. 
Test Flying: All model types may be flown at any time during the contest 
beyond the 10-yard lines toward endzones. The ceiling is about 50 feet high at 
the 10-yard lines.  
Table lighting: Bring your own lamps,  extension cords, and power strips.
Tables: There are about 15 tables plus chairs available on a first come, first served 
basis. If you are driving to the Nats please plan to bring personal tables and chairs.
Dome Lighting: Dome lighting will not be turned on, but NFFS has purchased 
two high powered flood lights for evening events. Flyers should provide their 
own work area lighting.

Steering: Helium will be available for a fee. 

Static Judging: FAC Jet Catapult Scale - 5/28, 8-9 am. FAC Scale, FAC Peanut, Hi-
Wing Peanut, Bostonian, and Coconut - 5/29, 3-5 p.m. 
Turf: If field turf is in place ROG events will use tables for ROG, or may be hand-
launched (CD’s discretion).

USIC No-Cal Rules: All FAC No-cal rules apply. In addition, empty weight of 
model no less than 6.2g, flight scoring is best single flight of 5 officials, 20  second 
minimum.	
Rubber Mass Launches: SPECIAL PROTOCOL FOR THE NATS - There will be no 
signal to wind for the first round. Be wound and ready to launch at the appointed 
time in the center of the arena. Two rounds maximum in FAC events (approval 
was granted by FAC-GHQ); single round in all others.
Coconut Scale Rules: Recognizable rubber powered scale model with mini-
mum 36” wingspan (monoplanes) or 30” (multi-wings). Mooney scale judging 
from a 10 -foot distance. Mooney flight rankings, ROG, best single of three flights. 
One ounce minimum weight (less rubber). Tiebreaker: best static ranking. (Note: 
Coconut and Coconut Mass Launch have each been granted Kanone status.
Awards:  GREY ~2:30 p.m. 5/28; YELLOW ~10:30 p.m. 5/29; ORANGE & GREEN 
~12:30 p.m. 5/31; BLUE ~5:30 p.m. 5/31	
Adult Grand National Champion: Choose up to 6 events before flying any. 
Three must be official AMA events. 5-4-3-2-1 points for 1st-2nd-3rd-4th-5th 
place. Tiebreaker: points scored in all other events apart from your Grand Champ 
selections.

Youth (Junior/Senior) Grand National Champion: Choose up to 6 events 
before flying any. At least 3 must be official AMA events. 5-4-3-2-1 points for 
1st-2nd-3rd-4th-5th place. Tiebreaker: points score in all other events apart from 
GC selections.
Rubber Category Champion: Need not make event selections before you fly. 
Unlimited number and any mix of AMA, FAI, NFFS, FAC rubber events; 5-4-3-2-1 
scoring.	

Glider Category Champion: Need not make selections before you fly. Unlimited 
number and any mix of AMA, FAI, NFFS, FAC glider events;5-4-3-2-1 scoring.

FAC Category Champion: Need not make event selections before you fly. 
Unlimited number and any mix of FAC events; 5-4-3-2-1 scoring.
